
The 7-string guitar of today is frequently tuned with a lower B on the added seventh string (B1–

E2–A2–D3–G3–B3–E4), but other common tunings exist. Many jazz and metal musicians tune 

in dropped A tuning (A1–E2–A2–D3–G3–B3–E4) for improved bass lines and easier power 

chords.
